Dr. Hiran Jayewardene is the Secretary General of the 
Indian Ocean marine Affairs Co-operation (IOMAC). 

Dr. Hiran W. Jayewardene had his early education in 
Sri Lanka, at the Royal College, Colombo, and later at 
the University of Ceylon where he graduated with 
honours in law. At Cambridge University he took First 
Class Honours at the LL.B degree examination, and 
was awarded a Ph.D degree for his work on a thesis 
entitled 'Regime of Islands in International Law'. That 
thesis, substantially enlarged and up-dated, formed 
the basis of the present work. 

In Dr. Jayewardene, outstanding academic capacities 
are combined with the ability to develop effective 
national policies and to implement them with a single-
minded enthusiasm that assures their impact. 
Appointed to the rank of Ambassador at an early age, 
he made an impressive contribution at the Third 
United Nations Conference on the Law of the Sea, 
winning for Sri Lanka special recognition of its 
sovereignity over an unique extent of its continental 
shelf on the basis of geological evidence collected by 
him in long hours of study of the marine scientific 
factors involved, and travel between the world's major 
marine science laboratories. In 1982, Dr. Jayewardene 
was appointed Special Representative of the 
Government of Sri Lanka to the Third United Nations 
Conference on the Law of the Sea and Head of Sri 
Lankan Delegation. 

In Sri Lanka he has been responsible for a variety of 
maritime safety, marine resource development and 
environmental protection initiatives retaining a 
measure of control over them as Chairman of the 
National Aquatic Resources Agency (NARA), a 
statutory body with wide ranging functions concerning 
research and development of all resources 'beneath 
the medium of water', which he was instrumental in 
establishing in 1981. NARA is conceived as a focal 
point and co-ordinating institution which Dr. 
Jayewardene believed to be essential if the country 
was to take full advantage of its rights, and adequately 
discharge its responsibilities under the new law of the 
sea. In 1986 he was awarded a Gold Medal by the 
Institute of Surveyors of Sri Lanka as a Distinguished 
Service Award for contributions made to hydrography 
at Law of the Sea Conference and in establishing 
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NARA. This Award was made by the President of Sri 
Lanka on the occassion of the Diamond Jubilee of the 
Institute. 

Almost solely responsible for Sri Lanka's marine policy 
initiatives during the decade of the eighties, Dr. 
Jayewardene has represented his country at a wide 
range of international and Asian and Pacific regional 
conferences, both within (including ESCAP, FAO, 
UNESCO and IOC) and outside the United Nations 
system, and since 1983 he is Special Representative of 
the Government of Sri Lanka for the Law of the Sea 
and Head of the Delegation of Sri Lanka to the 
Preparatory Commission for the International Sea-Bed 
Authority and International Tribunal for the Law of the 
Sea. International recognition of Dr. Jayewardene's 
organizational and managerial skills came when, 
having initiated the First Conference on Economic, 
Scientific and Technical Co-operation in the Indian 
Ocean (IOMAC) and acted as its President in 1985, he 
was in 1987 elected Secretary-General of IOMAC, an 
office in which he currently serves, on behalf of 54 
states and 23 participating international organizations.
